WSWA Wheelchair Rugby consists of:

· West Coast Enforcers
The West Coast Enforcers are a young team that is building towards a strong future in Wheelchair Rugby in Australia.

Wheelchair rugby, also know as “Murderball” is a team sport for athletes with a disability. Wheelchair rugby is currently practiced in over twenty countries around the world and is a Paralympic sport. The current National Wheelchair Rugby league consists of five Australian teams and one team from New Zealand
All wheelchair rugby players are quadriplegic, with a disability affecting both upper and lower limbs. Wheelchair rugby is played indoors on a hardwood court. The rules include elements of wheelchair basketball, ice hockey, and handball. It is a contact sport, and physical contact between wheelchairs is an integral part of the game.

A coaching background in sport is essential, with the ability to motivate and organise a playing group. Applicants should have a strong commitment to the development and maintenance of a positive team culture.

Responsibilities of the Head Coach of the West Coast Enforcers
The head coaches will be responsible for:
· Coach the team in the National Competitions.

· The West Coast Enforcers coach will be required to coach the team in the Local Competition.
· Selection of athletes for the squad and team in conjunction with Assistant Coach.  

· The preparation of the team, including the organisation and conduct of practice sessions and training camps.

· Directing and overseeing the team’s support staff, 

· Setting the team’s program, in consultation with Team support staff, and WSWA, General Manager
· Setting individual programs for players during the pre season, competition and post season.
· Liaising directly, where appropriate, with officials of WSWA
· Representing the team with media as required;

· Preparing and submitting reports on each competition activity and providing reports on the team’s progress as required. 

· Maintaining the discipline and behaviour of the team at all times in accordance with the requirements of WSWA when they are representing Western Australia in all events.   

· Regular communication with all squad and team members.
